CAREER EXPLORATION THROUGH FCCLA

FCCLA made a concentrated effort to illustrate the connection of FCCLA and Family and Consumer Sciences (FCS) to career
pathways and hosted a focus group to assist us in this process. A survey of business and industry stakeholders found that
FCCLA most directly supports career pathways in the hospitality and tourism, visual arts and design, education and training,
and human services careers.
